Instructions for coming by car:

•
Get on the A1 (M) heading north, and keep going past Scotch Corner.
•
Keep on the A1 past Scotch Corner and follow the signs for Newcastle.
•
Exit the A1 (M) onto the A184 signposted Newcastle and Gateshead.
•
Follow the A184 until the roundabout, where you take the second exit across the Redheugh Bridge

•
At the lights, take the first right and follow signs for the Grainger Town Multi-storey*.  Park in there.
•
On foot – exit the car park on level 2, and walk down past Dance City.

•
Turn left at the road and walk up toward the silver sculpture which looks like a cone.
•
Turn right and walk to the pedestrian crossing under the gold clock.
•
Cross over and pass Burger King.
•
Keep going along that street right to the end where there is another crossing.
•
Cross over that and go down to the crossing next to the wedding shop.  Pass the wedding shop on your left and follow that street to ‘Grey’s Monument’. If you get lost at any time, ask for Grey’s Monument.

•
Arrive at the monument and look for the Newcastle Football Supporters Shop.
•
Walk up the alley between that shop and Waterstones. The Brunswick is directly in front of you.
*Once you arrive in Newcastle, you can park in any car park you prefer, but Grainger Town (although it is a fair walking distance), is usually empty and costs £3.00 to park for the day.  If you park anywhere else, just ask to be directed to Grey’s Monument, and you can find us from there.

Instructions from Newcastle Central railway station:

•
Exit the station and cross the main road in front of you using the pedestrian crossing

•
Turn right past the County Hotel and look for Starbucks on the corner of Grainger Street
•
Turn left up Grainger Street, cross Westgate Road and continue on Grainger Street. At the junction with Newgate Street continue straight on until you get to Grey’s Monument at the top, then follow the last two instructions above.
